Musicianship News 

As the students are now settled into 
their musicianship classes the teach-
ers will begin introducing homework 
on a weekly basis. This work will be 
from the LPSM workbook for the 
early years and from the Trinity 
Guildhall Books for the older stu-
dents. Students may also be as-
signed aural homework i.e songs to 
sing, rhythms to clap and exercises 
on intervals and triads. The purpose 
of the home assignments is to rein-
force the material which has been 
taught in class and to give the stu-
dents an opportunity to practice key 
musical skills and concepts on a 
daily basis. The benefits will be in-
creased understanding which will 
lead to improved performance in 
class. 

At present, each student should 
have a workbook relevant to their 
particular year in the musicianship 
programme. All workbooks are avail-
able from the office.

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Some advice on the topic of practicing 

Music Kindergarten  

Christmas Family Class 

We warmly invite Mums, Dads, Grandparents and siblings to join us 

for a special Christmas class where you will have the opportunity to 

join the children for some of their songs and dances! All classes take 

place during the Christmas Concert Week  (13th- 17th Dec) 

 

For Stage 1: Classes take place at the normal time in Room 10. Parents 

are invited to the full 30 min class. 

For Stage 2: Classes take place at normal times, parents etc will be 

asked to join 20 minutes after the class start time.  

At Leeson Park School of Music, parents are required to observe and participate 

in the first year of instrumental tuition. During this year, a structured practice 

routine should be developed at home. It is

studies that this routine is maintained 

throughout their time at the school.  
 

It is far more beneficial for a child to spend 

time practising each ŘŀȅΣ ǘƘŀƴ ǘƻ ΨŎǊŀƳΩ 

some last minute work before their weekly 

lesson. A common misconception is that 

most of the work should take place during

the case. Without regular practise at 

home, it is extremely difficult for a teacher to move forward with a student. The 

quality of practise, however, is far more important than the quantity. Parents of 

younger students should still be highly involved in the practise routine. For par-

ents of more independent students, it is important to be aware of what your 

child is doing during the practise sessions. Even 15 minutes of focused concentra-

Some parents find that scheduling a practise session before school in the morn-

ing, or straight after school before homework is started, can be most effective. A 

sense of regularity is a key factor in a successful routine. Be positive, and organ-

they! Help your child deal with problems in a variation of ways, rather than re-

peating the same. If you are feeling frustrated, ask the teacher for help. 

As far as motivating your child is concerned, this is an area which poses difficulty 

for many parents. However, this is a challenge we can help you with! Teachers 

regularly use practice marathons, to encourage the students to keep to a set 

standard. Please work with the teacher in creating a sense of enthusiasm at 

home. Other activities, such as attending workshops, or live performances at the National Concert Hall, pro-

vide a good stimulus for students to take more interest in developing their playing skills. The language you

Having the instrument easily accessible will also make a differ-

ence, you never know, if you leave an instrument out, your child may take it up to play without you having 

to ask them to. Above all, remember to be positive and supportive at all times.
