As many of you already know, the Music Kindergarten try outs are fast approaching. Over the 

Ǉŀǎǘ ŦŜǿ ǿŜŜƪǎΣ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ teacher has been observing the children to assess their ability in a 

number of key musical areas including pulse, rhythm, pitch, co-ordination and knowledge of the 

Singing Rascals repertoire.
